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Cyclists and trams in Beeston

As part of the extension of NET to Chilwell and Clifton, a number of features are being introduced which will help cyclists to travel alongside and to safely cross over the tramway, as well as creating new cycling opportunities. These have all been developed in consultation with the local cycle group Pedals. 

The new features include: 

· Cycle lanes and shared pedestrian / cycle paths. 
· Road markings and signs to help cyclists make the right manoeuvres, e.g. on the approach to tram stops. 
· Designated track crossings. 
· Cycle stands at tram stops located on cycling routes (all with CCTV coverage) at the following stops: Toton Lane, Inham Road, Bramcote Lane, Cator Lane, University Boulevard and the University of Nottingham.
· Secure cycle hub parking at all six tram Park & Ride sites, including at Toton Lane (all with CCTV). The secure parking can be accessed via a City Card smart card, which is available to non City residents   For more information please contact citycard@nottinghamcity.gov.uk 
The facilities for cyclists that are being installed will be publicised as part of the tram works in a bespoke commuter cycle guide for the Beeston / Chilwell route and future editions of the Nottingham Cycle Map, but in the meantime below is a list of some of the specific features and road layouts being developed to assist cyclists on the Beeston / Chilwell tram route:
· new pedestrian / cycle path on Toton Lane (between Bardills Island and the NET Park & Ride site), with new toucan crossings

· new pedestrian / cycle path between Inham Road and Cator Lane with cycling crossing facilities at road junctions
· tram tracks to run along the centre of the road, on High Road Chilwell and Chilwell Road Beeston, maximising the distance between the track and the pavement for cyclists
· pedestrian / cycle paths, cycle lanes, and toucan crossings, on Middle Street (Styring Street to Humber Road), connecting into existing cycling routes

· tram tracks to run along the centre of the road on Fletcher Road and Lower Road Beeston, maximising the distance between the track and the pavement for cyclists
· new alternative parallel cycle route on Salisbury Street Beeston, with new toucan crossing on Queens Road East

· cycle facilities at a new signalised roundabout (where Lower Road, meets Queens Road East and University Boulevard), linking into existing cycle-ways on University Boulevard

· improved cycling lanes and pedestrian / cycle paths at the White Hart junction (where Abbey Street meets Abbey Bridge and Gregory Street), tying into existing parallel cycle routes
· new cycle lanes and pedestrian / cycle paths on Gregory Street and Lenton Lane, linking into existing cycle routes through Kings Meadow and Ng2
· new cycling facilities where Enterprise Way meets Queen’s Drive.

· new cycle lanes and pedestrian / cycle paths, where practical, along Meadows Way.  

Cycle stands to be provided at tram stops located on cycling routes on the Beeston /Chilwell tram route are outlined below:

· Toton Lane – secure City Card cycle parking hub plus cycle stands

· Inham Road – five double sided cycle stands

· Bramcote Lane – five double sided cycle stands

· Cator Lane – five double sided cycle stands

· University Boulevard– five double sided cycle stands

· University of Nottingham– five double sided cycle stands

Cycling connections will be provided into the existing north-south city cycle routes on:

· Queens Drive/ Waterway Street, Wilford Road and Wilford Street.

Meadows Way, Sherriff’s Way and Queens Walk (the start of the tram 

route to Clifton).

Arkwright Street / Meadows Way.
