1) FAP for High Road / Chilwell Road

· Specific examples of Cameron House and Pentagon Seat as mentioned in letter (see Appendix A).

2) Lower Road / Fletcher Road – Compulsory Purchase Order

· Properties on Lower and Fletcher Road, which are subject to compulsory purchase orders to purchase small plots of front gardens. The CPO means owners cannot remortgage or sell their homes. The existence of the CPOs has only recently come to light. There are distinctions between properties as not all are subject to land takes.
Related points: Residents still don’t know the actual amount of land take from gardens.  People are asking if they can be told the approximate amount. Similarly, people would like to know when the temporary possession orders will come to an end.
3) Traffic

There are numerous concerns regarding the tramworks’ effect on the flow of traffic throughout the constituency. Could an improved Traffic Management System be developed? (See Appendix B)

i) Additional Questions from residents of Lower Rd/ Fletcher Rd
· The plan for Neville Sadler Court
· Rumour circulating regarding an interim £5k disturbance allowance- if it is not a rumour why have some received it and not all?
· Residents require a timeline of work: a detailed plan telling residents what the work is, when it's likely to happen, how long it might last and the implications such as restricted car parking, noise, etc.  
· Council Tax reduction- residents would like to know if this is possible

· Free tram pass for residents? To compensate for the upheaval and disruption. In reality it would be for less than 100 people if they exclude those with concessionary bus passes.
· Penalty Charge Notices: Residents have received these as a result of limited parking on driveways.
